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IGNORE DR. MAHAMUD BAWUMIA ON HIS USUAL COMIC RELIEF TOUR AND FALSE 

CROWDS IN THE UPPER WEST REGION: 20/05/2024 

The National Democratic Congress (NDC) in the Upper West Region has taken note of a two day 

deceit tour of the Vice President and Flagbearer of the NPP, Dr. Mahamud Bawumia to the region on 

the 19th and 20th May, 2024, where he interacted with the clergy, traditional authorities, students, 

market women, party faithful etc, and as typical of him, made a lot of goofed, unfounded and reckless 

statements which cannot be left unattended to.  

Dr. Mahamud Bawumia during his interaction with the clergy yesterday at the Regional Library, which 

notably is one of the legacy projects of the NDC and John Dramani Mahama, used the occasion to 

chastise H.E John Dramani Mahama for not doing anything as Vice President and touted himself as 

someone who has initiated/championed the introduction of 33 policies.
